Apartment PPI

If you live in an apartment complex or other rental unit, you must ask your landlord or property manager this question.

Some landlords allow their renters to act as their agent in respect to the renter’s assigned parking space.  The space must be clearly numbered or labeled in order for the renter to be the “agent” for that space.

If you know that you may act as an agent for your parking space, you may have a vehicle impounded that is parked there without your permission.  

Some landlords require that you notify the management, and allow them to decide whether or not to impound non-authorized vehicles.

Badger Towing will impound from a tenant parking space at the request of the tenant if we have an agreement in place with the property owner or manager.  Otherwise, we must hear from the rental manager to ensure we are not violating private property laws.

If you live at a rental property with a manager that has authorized Badger to impound at the request of their tenants, we can clear your space.  As the agent for the parking space, you will need to be available to sign the towing receipt, but there is no charge to you.

The tow truck driver will need to see your ID, and something that identifies you as the owner of the space.  Your lease or rental agreement works best, but a utility bill or similar with your name and apartment number on it will work.
