I need a car impounded off my property

If a vehicle (or boat, RV, trailer, snowmobile, etc) that does not belong to you has been parked or left on your property without your permission, you may have it impounded.  You may not legally lock it down, hide it, block it in, or keep it.

Private property impoundment is your only legal recourse to have it removed.  Alaska State Troopers and other law enforcement agencies will not become involved with private property issues. 

If the vehicle belongs to you, it may not be impounded, but you may be able to have it towed for free anyway—see junk car disposals. 

Many towing companies perform private property impounds as a service to property owners.  Most do them for free, in hopes that the vehicle owner will pay the fees to reclaim their vehicle.  If the vehicle you want impounded is total garbage, and unlikely to be reclaimed, you may be asked to pay a fee for the service—check around and compare prices. 

The towing company accepts the liability for the vehicle by impounding it, but to be legal, the property owner must authorize the impound.  Generally, this means the property owner must provide their real name and/or signature on a towing form.  Sometimes, a property owner will be asked to show ownership of the property from which the vehicle is to be impounded. 

 Non-owners may still authorize impounds, if they are agents for the property owner.  Home renters and realty agents are examples of valid agents.  

If you would like Badger Towing to impound a vehicle from your property, let the dispatcher know you’d like to have a vehicle impounded.  Have the license plate number and the make or model of the vehicle handy when you call.
